Under Section 632 of the Local Government Act Council can by the erection of a notice prevent
the consumption of alcohol in a public area provided that area is not a public road or carpark in
which case Part 4 of the Act applies.

Since thigesolution Council has adopted an Alcohol Free Public Spaces Politjéy52007)

The exclusion of Alcohol from these locations appears to be well understood and accepted by the
community.

Current Position

Council needs to consider theastablish tk following alcohol free zones for another 3 years, say
until the 3¢" of November 2010. The reestablishment of alcohol free areas is not required as these
areas do not expire after three years, however for completeness they should be recommitted to in
thar own right (ie not confused with alcohol free zones).

This could increase by 100% under
this scenario.

Background
Council is receiving subdivision applications where the method of access is provided by way of

unformed roads that are not owned or maimdiby Council or via a Right of Way which, in one
case, services up to nine allotments.

Council has previously considered the need to maintain roads that are not owned by Council (ie
Crown Roads etc) and resolved that it will not maintain them.

Current P osition

Nil directly. The main reason for having access standards is to reduce the possibility of Council
having to fund the construct rural access at some latter date to an adequate standard.

Legal Implications

There are no known legal restrains to Council having a standard for the construction of rural access
roads for new subdivisions.
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Commentary

Development of new allotments in the Rural 1(c) areas where access is to be over a Council owned
and maindined Public Road should be provided with bitumen seal access roads.

Rights of Way should only be used as a matter of last resort for the provision of access and then
only to service not more than one allotment or two allotments. The standard of corstofict
ROW is a matter between the person who has the right of way and the landowner whose property

the ROW is over.

Conclusion

There is a clear need for Council to set out its requirements for the provision of adequate access to
new rural allotmentscsthat developers are fully informed in the planning stage of what is required

to meet Council dés standards.

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4. STREET NAMING (ROSE STREET, WEE WAA) (PJK:REH) [ENG] R30/14901

Purpose

The purpose of this report is to presenCouncil an issue with the addressing of the Western end
of Rose St, Wee Waa.

Background

It has been found that there is an issue with the addressing of properties on the western end of Rose
St, Wee Waa. This was highlighted when the fire brigadecatisd to a property utilising the
address of Lot 1 Louis St, however this property did not front the formed section of Louis St and
the fire brigade had difficulty finding the property once they were in Louis St. Thankfully the
home owner had managedextinguish the fire and the damage caused by it was minimal.

Council was then made aware of the issue shortly after this incident.
A meeting with the owners of Lot 1, DP 937495, Cr Lowder and the Design Services Manager
Rohan Hudson, was held on sitegly after Council became aware of this problem. The property

owners stated their preference at the meeting to have a Rose St address. No other property owners
have been contacted regarding this matter.

Current Position

The section of road shownimd ac hment X as O6Road Ad should be
options available. These are:

1) Name the section of road Rose St.

2) Create a new road and name it accordingly

The road could be named Rose St as it is highly unlikely that Rose St will be extetaléhe
block of land that is currently occupied by the vacant fuel depot.(8 Rose St, see attachment X) A
sign would need to be erected at the bend in Rose St to inform motorists that even though they have
turned a corner they are still on the samelrohln this instance the street defined as Road A could
continue around the corner due to the following factors:
1) The curve in the road is well formalised with a sealed road and kerb and gutter,
2) There is little chance of Rose St being continued on the rtualggnment due to the
location of the railway lines immediately behind No. 8 Rose St,
3) The existing numbering scenario can be carried on with no impact on the existing Rose St
numbers.
The naming of the Road A as Rose St is the preferred option.

Creathg a new road has the following advantages and disadvantages:
Advantages
1) Ensures that Rose Street can be extended on the current alignment in the future,
2) Street numbering is easily achieved,
Disadvantages
3) Initially people will not be familiar with the nestreet name.

2) Coundl pay for a 6 month redirection of mail from the current address to the new address,
