Background
There is an Australian Standard AS1547:2000 On-site Domestic-Wastewater Management

covering the design of on-site sewage management systems and new installations are required to
comply with these standards.

Current Position

Council staff have in the past endeavoured to assist the community with advice on the design of
their on-site effluent disposal system. Some have accepted the advice as a way of reducing the cost
of upgrading their failing systems, however this not always the case. Whilst the system operates
successfully there are no problems, but systems have a way of malfunctioning over the years for a
number of reasons.

Policy Implications

Council has in place an On-site Management Strategy, this strategy was in response to the NSW
Governments endeavours to clean up the disposal of waste where there is no sewage system. The
proposed policy would be in addition to this strategy.

Financial Implications

There would be some minor costs to Council in advising of the new requirement.

Legal Implications

It is always difficult when Council is the advising body and the approving authority. Council is
unable to divest its self of the approving role, but it can pass the design of the systems to the public
sector, and there are a number of consultants who are already providing this service

Commentary

Council staff have in the past endeavoured to assist the community with advice on the design of
their on-site effluent disposal system. Some have accepted the advice as a way of reducing the cost
of upgrading their failing systems, however this not always the case. Whilst the system operates
successfully there are no problems, but systems have a way of malfunctioning over the years for a
number of reasons.
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Conclusion

There is a need for Council to clearly separate itself from its approval roll and providing advice on
the design of methods of on-site effluent disposal. Whilst the design of a system of effluent
disposal will be an additional cost to some applicants for new dwellings there are presently a
number who are already submitting these details with their application.

RECOMMENDATION: That Council policy for the design of on-site effluent disposal
systems be as follows:

That a design for the disposal of on-site effluent, prepared by a suitably qualified person be
submitted to Council for new installations.
